HAVE YOU SEEN THIS WEED?
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A free floating aquatic perennial fern with slender branching rhizomes just below the water surface. Leaves range from 2-25 cm long and are pinnate in structure. They appear light green to brown if emerged from the water, with submerged leaves brown in colour.

HUGE POTENTIAL TO IMPACT ON LAKE ALBERT AND CONNECTING WATER WAYS

Means of spread 
Spread by fragments.  New plants form when rhizomes break through decay or damage.  Salvinia spreads mostly through human activities, on boating and fishing equipment, and through deliberate use as an ornamental plant in farm dams or by aquatic plant enthusiasts.
