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A free floating aquatic plant growing in water or mud.  Infestations can make water unsuitable for domestic and stock use, choke irrigation systems, block drains, hinder navigation and impact on natural areas and wildlife.

Means of spread 
New Infestations can be caused by illegal dumping of aquarium plants.  Seed may be spread between water bodies by adhering to the feet and feathers of water birds.
